Message  
“Glory In Humility” 

     There is a battle going on in every one of us that puts pride and humility at odds 
within us. We are pulled in different directions in that we are told to take pride in 
what we do or accomplish while the Bible tells us that pride is sinful. “Pride goes 
before destruction, and a haughty spirit before a fall.” (Proverbs 16:18) On the other 
hand, there are many references in scripture to being proud of certain things. How 
are we to know if we are showing the right or wrong kind of pride? What tells us if 
we are being falsely proud or properly humble? 
     It is not necessarily wrong, for example, to take pride (or satisfaction) in a job 
well done. In fact, the Bible urges us to work hard so we’ll be satisfied with the 
results. It says, “The diligent man prizes his possessions” (Proverbs 12:27). But 
even this kind of pride can become wrong , if we end up taking credit for what 
we’ve done instead of thanking God for helping us. In other words, the kind of 
pride the Bible condemns is a pride that puts ourselves first, and leaves God out of 
the picture. When that happens, we take credit for everything we accomplish, and 
we live only to please ourselves. This is why pride is at the root of almost every 
other sin. Do you remember Jesus’ parable of the rich fool, who was wealthy in 
things but poor in soul? (You can read it in Luke 12:15-21.) He was proud of his 
wealth, and all he was concerned about was himself: “I’ll say to myself, ‘You have 
plenty of good things laid up for many years. Take life easy; eat, drink and be 
merry'” (Luke 12:19). But that night he died, and it was too late to turn to God. His 
pride became his downfall.   
     Pride is viewed as a great sin and rebellion against God because it presumes to 
possess excellence and glory that belong to God alone. The danger of pride is that 
most people are unaware of their pridefulness. Pride is perilously deceptive. Proud 
people do not think they need to ask forgiveness from God because they can’t admit 
or even recognize their sinful condition. As a result, pride also affects a person’s 
attitude toward others, often causing them to look down on others as less worthy or 
less able. Prideful people treat others with contempt and cruelty. The greatest 



danger in the sin of pride is that it keeps our eyes on ourselves instead of on God 
Almighty. In essence, pride causes spiritual blindness and eventual spiritual death. 
     The Bible says a lot about humility. God calls all people to humble themselves. I 
found a few quotes regarding humility from some fampus people and I would like 
to share them with you. 
“As long as you are proud you cannot know God. A proud man is always        
looking down on thing and people: and, of course, as long as you are looking down 
you cannot see something that is above you.”  C.S. Lewis, Mere Christianity  
“I have been driven many times upon my knees by the overwhelming conviction 
that I had no where else to go. My own wisdom and that of all about me seemed 
insufficient for that day.” Abraham Lincoln  
“True humility does not know that it is humble. If it did, it would be proud from the 
contemplation of so fine a virtue.” Martin Luther  
“Humility is not thinking less of yourself, it’s thinking of yourself less.” C.S.Lewis  
“If you’re not humble, life will visit humbleness upon you.”  Mike Tyson   
     Humbling ourselves in the sight of the Lord requires a true heart attitude of 
meekness. The humble person avoids false humility, and he is not interested in 
appearances. It’s one thing to put on a show of humility, but we’re not commanded 
to appear humble in the sight of others but to humble ourselves in the sight of the 
Lord, who sees the truth of the heart’s condition. The humble are also wary of 
becoming the type of people described by scholar and clergyman Robert Burton: 
“They are proud in humility; proud in that they are not proud”  “Humble yourselves 
in the sight of the Lord” is not just a command that affects our relationship with 
God. It also affects our daily choices. In this earthly life, we “die to self” so we can 
live as new creations in light of God’s grace. Humility negates our pride, sets aside 
personal rivalry, excludes conceit, and looks out for the good of another. Instead of 
elevating ourselves in the moment, we can humble ourselves in the sight of the Lord 
and choose what is best for someone else. In this way, we represent Christ well. The  
humble can let go of inconsequential matters and pursue peace and holiness instead. 
     If we wish to discover just what humility looks like and how it is exemplified, all 
we need to do is look at Jesus. From his birth to his death and resurrection, Jesus is 
the definition of humility. The Son of God, Messiah of the people, was born in a 
stable with animals as witnesses. He grew up as the son of a carpenter, became an 
itinerant preacher, and went around depending on the kindness of strangers for food 
and shelter. He died penniless and rejected, tortured by the Roman soldiers and was 
buried in a borrowed tomb.  
     Never once did he use his status for personal gain and he always preferred to 
associate with sinners and common people. He never tried to be more important 
than those he talked with. The Bible describes humility as meekness, lowliness, and 



absence of self. The Greek word translated “humility” in the Bible and elsewhere 
literally means “lowliness of mind,” so we see that humility is a heart attitude, not 
merely an outward demeanor. One may put on an outward show of humility but still 
have a heart full of pride and arrogance. Jesus said that those who are “poor in 
spirit” would have the kingdom of heaven. When we come to Christ as sinners, we 
must come in humility. We acknowledge that we are paupers and beggars who come 
with nothing to offer Him but our sin and our need for salvation. We recognize our 
lack of merit and our complete inability to save ourselves. Then when He offers the 
grace and mercy of God, we accept it in humble gratitude and commit our lives to 
Him and to others. We “die to self” so that we can live as new creations in Christ.  
     God has promised to give grace to the humble, while He opposes the proud. 
Therefore, we must confess and put away pride. If we exalt ourselves, we place 
ourselves in opposition to God who will, in His grace and for our own good, 
humble us. But if we humble ourselves, God gives us more grace and exalts us. As 
difficult as it may be, we must learn to humble ourselves and do as Jesus 
commanded; love others as we love ourselves. Praise Be to God. Amen. 
           
Prayers of the People- Precious and Mighty Lord God, we confess that we are not 
so different from those who welcomed Christ into Jerusalem on Palm Sunday yet 
later shouted 'Crucify him!' or remained silent in the face of injustice. We have 
betrayed you too, Lord Jesus by our sins both secret and known. Yet you died for 
people like us, and you rose on the third day that we might be redeemed. For the 
sake of Jesus Christ do not hold our sins against us.

We have not called for your death, but neither 
have we shouted of your greatness, nor expressed delight in the salvation you have 
won for us. Help us to see your glory, draw us closer to you that we may become 
more faithful, and more joyful servants of the King.

*Washing Of Feet- John 13:1-20; “Now before the feast of the Passover, when 
Jesus knew that his hour had come to depart out of this world to the Father, having 
loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the end. And during supper, 
when the devil had already put it into the heart of Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son, to 
betray him Jesus, knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and 



that he had come from God and was going to God, rose from supper, laid aside his 
garments, and girded himself with a towel. Then he poured water into a basin, and 
began to wash the disciples’ feet, and to wipe them with the towel with which he 
was girded. He came to Simon Peter; and Peter said to him, “Lord, do you wash my 
feet?” Jesus answered him, “What I am doing you do not know now, but afterward 
you will understand.” Peter said to him, “You shall never wash my feet.” Jesus 
answered him, “If I do not wash you, you have no part in me.” Simon Peter said to 
him, “Lord, not my feet only but also my hands and my head!” Jesus said to him, 
“He who has bathed does not need to wash, except for his feet, but he is clean all 
over; and you are clean, but not every one of you.” For he knew who was to betray 
him; that was why he said, “You are not all clean.” When he had washed their feet, 
and taken his garments, and resumed his place, he said to them, “Do you know what 
I have done to you? You call me Teacher and Lord; and you are right, for so I am. If 
I then, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash one 
anther's feet. For I have given you an example, that you also should do as I have 
done to you. Truly, truly, I say to you, a servant is not greater than his master; nor is 
he who is sent greater than he who sent him. If you know these things, blessed are 
you if you do them. I am not speaking of you all; I know whom I have chosen; it is 
that the scripture may be fulfilled, ‘He who ate my bread has lifted his heel against 
me.’ I tell you this now, before it takes place, that when it does take place you may 
believe that I am he. Truly, truly, I say to you, he who receives any one whom I 
send receives me; and he who receives me receives him who sent me.”
